Other Indicators 
 
 

Chiron in Libra 
Chiron determines where our deepest trauma and scars lie. It shows us in which areas we can help others 
overcome similar wounds.   
You have the perpetual feeling that the world is a place of imbalance. Your deepest emotional trauma lies in 
your partnerships. You’re quite romantic and emotional and you love the idea of love, but your relationships 
are often lacking.
